Site information

The application site is an existing house on the outskirts of Waddington with direct
access off Waddington Road before you enter the village from the direction of
Clitheroe. Waddow Lodge has evolved into a semi detached arrangement over the
years and the location for the solar pv instaliation is on Waddow Lodge.

The house is a non designated heritage asset.

Design Proposal

The proposal is for a new roof mounted Solar PV installation on the south west facing
roof slope above a valley gutter and below the existing velux roof lights The new
solar array will be mounted on the roof using stainless steel screws directly fixed
through the slate to the rafters with aluminium rails. The individual panel dimensions
are 1650 x 992 x 45mm thick and they are to be aligned in two rows across the roof as
shown on the application drawing.

The panels are sheathed in non reflective toughened Pilkington glass to ensure there is
no glare reflectance.

The installation by virtue of its scale and location will not impact on the character of
the house and the enclosed photographs show the closest public view of the relevant
roof from the back lane leading to Edisford Road. The house roof is complex and
dominated by tall chimney stacks. The most dominant aspect of the setting is the
conservatory extension to the neighbouring property

The panels will be black framed and blend with the dark aspect of the slates.

The inverter will ensure that all the power generated by the Solar panels will be used
for any electricity demand by the house and the approximate annual carbon reduction
achieved by the installation will be 1 tonne.
