Window/ Door Lintels Generally

Allow for new IG / or Catnic propreitary insulated cavity tray lintels with minimum 150mm end bearing. Lintels to be adequatly
sized inaccordance with manufacturers recommendations and to the approval of the BCO. Allow for weepholes at 500mm
centres in external walls. Internal door lintels shall be suitably sized reinforced concrete lintels with min 150mm bearing, agree
sizes with BCO.

Staircases and Steps
Allow works in forming staircases, steps and ramps shall be inaccordance with the Building Regulations and to the approval of
the BCO. The contractor shall allow for staircases to be designed and supplier by a competent experienced fabricator. Ideally
steps/staircases shall be 800mm wide as a minimum, with 2 meter headroom above and with a maximum pitch of 42 degrees.
Any rise between 155 and 220mm used with any going between 245mm and 260mm; or any rise between 165mm and 200mm
used with any going between 223mm and 300mm. The normal relationship is twice the rise plus the going shall be between
550mm and 700mm. All handrails between 900mm and 1000mm high.
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
