	COMMENTS/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	This proposal is a resubmission of a previously refused application and has been modified to take into account the highway issues and environmental issues.  The proposal seeks a new access point off Whitewell Road to serve a dowsing plant building which has benefit of detailed consent.  The track is to be on predominantly level land and the scheme now shows additional landscaping to minimise the visual impact.  Although there will be a resultant loss of hedgerow, the Countryside Officer is satisfied that this is not unduly significant.



	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:
