	COMMENTS/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to a detached dwelling within the residential settlement of Wilpshire as defined by the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan (adopted June 1998).  The proposal is to erect a rear extension for a lounge.  

The dwellings to the rear are situated approximately 18m away and have no habitable rooms facing the extension.  Due to this, the level change and trees along the boundary, I do not consider there would be a significantly detrimental impact caused to the amenity of these neighbours by loss of privacy or overlooking.

There would be a distance of 4.5m from the proposed side lounge window and the boundary with the neighbouring dwelling.  Therefore, I do not consider that the proposed would be directly overlooking the neighbours garden.

I consider the design and materials to be in keeping with the existing.

Therefore, as the proposal meets with the guidelines of the SPG – Alterations and Extensions to Dwellings, and the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan, I recommend it be approved.
