	POLICY REASONS FOR REFUSAL:

	The advertisement is considered contrary to Policy G1 of the adopted Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan as it would be to the detriment of the visual amenity of the residential area in which it would be located.

The proposed development would create a precedent for similar developments which would be difficult to resist to the accumulative detriment of the street scene.



	COMMENTS/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to an end terraced property within the residential settlement of Billington as defined by the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan adopted June 1998.  The proposal is to retain a sign that has already been erected on the end elevation of the terrace.

I consider that the sign is not suitable for location within a residential area such as this as it would have a significantly detrimental impact on the visual amenity of the area.
