	COMMENTS/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to alterations to the rear garden area of the nursing home at 8-10 Eshton Terrace, Clitheroe.  The garden is approximately 1.2m higher than the yard area which immediately adjoins the rear elevation of the building.  At the present time access to the garden from the rear of the building is by a flight of steps, which renders the garden inaccessible for the applicant, a wheelchair bound resident of the property.

The proposal involves some excavation work along the south eastern side boundary of the garden in order to form a shallow sloping ramp from the lower yard area up onto the garden.  A 0.9m high handrail would run down both sides of the ramp.  The proposal would not only enable the applicant to enjoy the rear garden, but it would also aid his escape out of and away from the rear of the building in the event of an emergency.

The proposed ramp would not have any detrimental effects on the amenities of the adjoining residents or upon visual amenity.  I can therefore see no objections to the proposal.



	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact.
