	COMMENTS/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	This application is for a rear conservatory extension to a three-storey semi-detached property within the settlement boundary of Clitheroe.  The approximate dimensions of the proposal, which is of a dwarf wall and uPVC framing construction, are 3.8m x 2.8m x 2.8m to the pitch.  The rear garden area is well screened from adjacent residential areas by high boundary fences, in particular, from no.43 River Lea Gardens, which has also constructed a conservatory extension at the rear of similar proportions to this proposal.
