	COMMENTS/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	Consent is sought to increase the number of stables at Mire Fold Farm.  It is proposed to rebuild three timber stables facing the other way and add a new stable and feed store to this structure.  Directly opposite a feed store, tack room and wheelbarrow store is shown attached to a previously approved but not yet constructed stable block.  I am of the opinion that none of these works will prove significantly detrimental to visual amenity nor to residential amenity.  For these reasons, I recommend accordingly.



	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity, nor would it have an adverse visual impact or be to the detriment of highway safety.
