	The decking with handrail for which retrospective planning permission is sought is directly alongside an unadopted  private access road which serves a number of residential properties and the Bowland County High School. As erected, the development severely restricts visibility from the adjacent site access, and, with vehicles emerging onto the back road with very little visibility, there is a significant increase in the risk of an accident, especially during the busier periods when the road is being used by school traffic. Pedestrians and  motorists going to and from the school are presented with another risk to their safety. As such, the development is detrimental to highway safety and,thereby, contrary to Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan.

	By virtue of its materials of construction, its light colour and its very visibly prominent location, the decking with handrail represents an  inappropriate and incongruous structure which has detrimental effects on the appearance and character of the Forest of Bowland Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty contrary to Policy ENV 1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan.
