	COMMENTS/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	75 The Square is an end terrace house fronting West Bradford Road.  It appears to date from the late Georgian period.

In 1969 permission was granted to alter the existing vehicular access at “Brookfield”, 75 The Square.  This included the building up of an existing garage doorway, incorporating the garage into the house.

 In July 2004 a proposed second floor extension was refused planning permission because of insufficient set back and the incorporation of an unsympathetic and dominant front elevation ground floor window.

This resubmission shows a more sympathetic window to front elevation ground floor, and a set back of the extension.
