	COMMENTS/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	Consent is sought for a rear extension to a property within Greenbelt.  There is an existing flat roofed sun lounge which would be replaced by the pitched roof structure shown here.  Approximate dimensions of the work are 2.8m x 6m x 5.6m in height constructed of brickwork under a tiled roof.  The works are to the rear of the property with the nearest dwelling set approximately 26m away to the north facing to the proposed extension.  Whilst the works would have an impact on the views from the downstairs window at the property, they would not, I consider, result in significant light loss.  I have considered the scheme against Greenbelt policy as well as the SPG – “Extensions and Alterations to Dwellings” and believe it conforms.  I, therefore, recommend accordingly.



	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact.



	RECOMMENDATION: That conditional planning permission be granted.
