	COMMENTS/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	Planning permission is sought for a single storey rear extension to provide an additional bedroom.  The approximate dimensions of the proposal are 4m x 3m x 2.5m to the eaves and 3.6m to the hip.  Materials used would consist of brickwork and tiles to match existing.  

The rear of the property is very well screened from Shay Lane by a high boundary fence and from neighbouring properties.  I, therefore, do not believe that the proposal would have any significant impact on either visual or residential amenity.
