	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to a private leisure facility within the Conservation Area in the residential settlement of Clitheroe as defined by the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan adopted June 1998.  The proposal is to erect a first floor extension over the existing parking area.

I consider as there would be a condition attached to the permission and showing the windows on the elevation facing the rear of 79 Castlegate, Clitheroe would remain closed at all times, that there would not be a significantly detrimental impact on the amenity of these neighbours due noise nuisance.

I consider the design and materials to be in-keeping with the existing and suitable for location within the Conservation Area.

As the existing parking would remain, I do not consider that the extension would add to the parking problems in the immediate vicinity.
