	Planning permission 81/0164 was granted in February 1981 for the conversion of a former coach house within this listed building to form the main part of this dwelling.  That permission was granted subject to an ‘agricultural workers condition’ limiting occupation.

Evidence has been provided which shows that the present occupants are not, and have not been, employed in agriculture since 1986 when they occupied the dwelling as a married couple.

Since that time the front yard area, leading to a fenced garden area has also been occupied as part of the house, and the house itself was extended into the adjoining building under planning permission 97/231 granted in June 1997.

I am satisfied from the evidence provided that the occupation in breach of condition, the house extension, and the occupied curtilage have become lawful, being immune from enforcement action either by reason of time, or by reason of planning permissions granted.
