	The erection of the garage and the formation of the associated driveway and pedestrian footpath would be development on land which the Council does not consider to be part of the residential curtilage of this dwelling.These elements of the proposed development would,therefore,amount to an extension of the residential curtilage and would represent an urban encroachment into open countryside to the detriment of the appearance and character of this rural locality which is within the Forest of Bowland Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty. Additionally, the proposed garage, itself, because of its size and height, and its location on elevated land relatively close to the boundary of the site to Parsonage Lane, would form an over-prominent and incongruous feature to the further detriment of the appearance of the locality. For these reasons the proposal would be contrary to Policies G1, ENV1 and H12 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan.
