	The proposal is considered to be contrary to Policy 12 of the emerging Lancashire Structure Plan, Policies G5 and H2 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan Alteration 10 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan Alterations Review 1st Deposit Edition and the Council's SPG Housing.  Approval of such an unjustified dwelling would add to the significant over supply of residential development within the Borough which would cause harm to the urban concentration strategy as set out in the emerging Structure Plan.

	Given the setting of the building, its conversion and associated curtialge area would have a suburbanising effect to the detriment of the character of the building and visual amenity of the area thereby prejudicing the aims and enhancement of the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty in which it is set.  The proposal therefore is considered contrary to policies G1, ENV1 and H17 of the adopted Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and Policy 1 of the Lancashire Structure Plan 1991-2006 'Greening The Red Rose County'.
