	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to a farmstead within the open countryside, located in the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty just outside the settlement of chipping as defined by the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan adopted June 1998.  The proposal is to erect a manure store with integral dirty water sump for agricultural purposes.

As the building would be located close to existing dwellings and would be of suitable design and materials for locating within the AONB, I do not consider it would have a significantly detrimental impact on the visual amenity of the area.
