	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/AREA OF OUTSTANDING NATURAL BEAUTY ISSUES/ RECOMMENDATION:

	This proposal is for an agricultural building to be located at the rear of an existing complex of agricultural buildings.  The siting of the building is reasonably related to existing structures and, as such, would not detract from the locality.  However, as it is situated within the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty, it is important that regard be given to the impact on the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.  Recent ministerial advice issues on 24 March 2005 expresses that a duty be given to any impact and that authorities should have regards to purposes of national parks Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty and Norfolk and Suffolk Broads.  I am of the opinion that the use of natural stone on the northwest elevation would ensure there is an improvement to the area and help screen some historic inappropriately designed buildings.

As such, I consider it necessary for the building to be constructed, on at least the north western elevation, of natural stone.



	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The proposal represents an appropriate form of development and given its design, size and location would not result in visual detriment to the surrounding countryside, nor would its use have an adverse impact on highway safety.



	RECOMMENDATION: That conditional planning permission be granted.
