	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	Little Mitton Farm is situated at the end of approximately 240m long access track off the south western side of Mitton Road on the Whalley side of the bridge over the River Ribble.  There is an existing large modern agricultural building at the south eastern corner of the existing group of buildings.  

Permission is sought for a new general purpose agricultural building to be sited to the north of (ie in front of) that existing agricultural building.  The new building would measure 32m x 22.8m with an eaves height of 5.4m and a ridge height of 8.5m.  The external materials would comprise concrete blocks to the lower walls, blue coloured profiled sheets to the upper walls (the precise shade of blue is not specified) and slate blue (BS-18-B-29 which is a very dark blue) roof sheets  Subject to the submission for approval of the precise colour of the wall cladding, I consider the design and external appearance of the building to be appropriate for its use and acceptable with regards to its effects upon the appearance of the locality.

There are no neighbours close enough to be affected by the proposal and no highway safety issues.  

I can, therefore, see no objections to the proposal.



	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The design, siting and external appearance of the proposed agricultural building are appropriate for its use and would not have any detrimental effects on the appearance or character of this rural locality.

	RECOMMENDATION: That conditional planning permission be granted.
