	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	Hesketh End Farm is approximately 400m from Hesketh Lane and within the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.  The land is relatively flat and there are other farm buildings in the vicinity.  

The proposed agricultural building is to be appropriately sited within the existing farm complex and next to an existing recently erected similar building.  I consider the proposed external materials of concrete blocks to the lower walls, Yorkshire boarding to the upper walls and anthracite coloured roof sheets to be appropriate and acceptable.  Overall, I can see no objections to this proposed agricultural building.
