Reason: To ensure the proposal does not adversely affect the adopted highway.

	Any works to the watercourses within or adjacent to the site which involve infilling, diversion, culverting or which may otherwise restrict flow, require the prior formal Consent of the Environment Agency under Section 23 of the Land Drainage Act 1991. As such, prior to the commencement of development, the applicant, or their agent or successors in title, shall have submitted, and subsequently had agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority, formal Land Drainage Consent from the Environment Agency.

Reason: In view of the sites close proximity to the local watercourse, and in accordance with the requirements of Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan.
