	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to a two storey, detached property within the settlement boundary of Wilpshire as defined by the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan (adopted June 1998).

The proposal is for a replacement conservatory to the rear of the dwelling, constructed with a brick dwarf wall and white upvc frame. The conservatory is set in from the boundary with the adjoining dwelling by approx. 0.9 metres, and there is an approx. 2m high fence running around the boundary of the property. As such, due to this screening, the design of the conservatory and the fact that the adjoining neighbours property is on slightly higher land, I do not consider this proposal will cause a significantly detrimental impact on the visual amenity of the area or on the residential amenity of the occupiers of the neighbouring dwellings. As such, the application is recommended accordingly.
