	The proposal is considered contrary to Policies G1 and S10 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and the adopted Supplementary Planning Guidance "Hot Food Take-aways" in that it would lead to conditions to the detriment of highway safety.  The proposed development is located between two existing take-aways and will further increase the demand for on-street parking along this main traffic route, where there are waiting restrictions in place.
