	1
	The proposal is contrary to Policies G1, RT1, RT3 and RT6 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan in that it would lead to conditions to the detriment of highway safety.  The proposed development seeks to create an additional access point along the class 3 road where visibility is restricted and cannot be improved to current design standards within the land shown under the control of the applicant.  



	2
	The proposal is considered contrary to Policies G1, G5, ENV1, RT1 and RT6 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and Policy 20 of the Joint Lancashire Structure Plan 2001-2016 in that the proposed caravans, together with proposed new access and hedgerow removal would be to the detriment of visual amenity thereby prejudicing the aims and enhancement of the Forest of Bowland Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.



	3
	The proposed development given its isolated location, a significant distance away from village amenities and poorly served by public transport, which would generate significant vehicular movement along country lanes, is considered contrary to the general objectives of sustainability and therefore fails to comply with Policies G1 and G8 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and Policy 5 of the Joint Lancashire Structure Plan 2001-2016.
