	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	This planning application is a revision of planning approval 3/2005/0410/P, which granted planning permission for extensions to the side and rear of the property.  It is proposed in this planning application to increase the external width of the approved utility room extension from 2.1m to 2.7m.  The next door property on the extension side, No. 2 Shropshire Drive, is a sufficient distance away (approximately 15m at the nearest point) and any impact on that neighbouring property would therefore be minimal.  Other neighbouring properties at the rear are much further away from the site and would not be affected.

The only other alteration is the replacement of the window in the proposed side elevation with a door, which is unlikely to have any adverse affect on the neighbours.  

I consider that there are no adverse implications resulting from this revised application and I therefore recommend accordingly.



	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity nor would it have an adverse visual impact.
