	Notwithstanding the proposed cement render and paint finish to the east elevation of the new kitchen this shall be limewashed random rubble stone details of which shall be submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority before its use in the proposed works.

	5. 
	Notwithstanding the proposed construction of roofs using Welsh blue slate pitched roof coverings shall be of stone slate details of which shall be submitted to and approved by the Local PLanning Authority before their use in the proposed works.

Reason: In order to safeguard the character and setting of the listed building.

	6. 
	Notwithstanding the proposed use of cement based render and painting of render surfaces details of a render and surface finish sympathetic to the character and setting of the listed building shall be submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority before its use in the proposed works.

Reason: In order to safeguard the character and setting of the listed building.

	7. 
	This permission is in respect of the proposed gable extension having a depth (measured from north-west to south-east of the site) of 4.5m as confirmed verbally by the applicant on the 4 August 2006.

Reason: For the avoidance of doubt as the amended plan received 20 July 2006 is not entirely clear.
