	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	Talbot Hotel is a grade II listed public house of 1779.  The adjoining stable and barn (possibly late 18th century) south west of the Talbot Hotel is separately listed at grade II.

In November 2005, listed building consent was granted to carry out further internal alterations as part of a refurbishment scheme.

I note the comments of the County Highways Officer and in my opinion the proposal is acceptable subject to modification by condition (because of lack of information and because the submitted scheme is over intensive -Policy S14 A(vi) of the Local Plan ) .
