	POLICY REASONS FOR REFUSAL:

	G1, ENV4, H17, H18 – detrimental to original character of building and visual amenity of the area.



	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	Consent is sought for a dormer extension to the rear of a 1970’s barn conversion within the Greenbelt.  It would project 4m from the roof slope x 8m in length x 2.1m in height being clad in slate coloured plain concrete hanging tiles.  The original conversion was into two units with the other unit having had a dormer (albeit smaller proportions) approved at the time of conversion.  In assessing the appropriateness of this scheme, it is important to have regard to up to date planning policies on such extensions and Policy H17 would not support these works.  It comments that roofs are the single most important external feature and large unbroken roof slopes should be respected.   The dwelling is set higher than the roadside and the dominant feature when viewed from Further Lane to the south west is of the roofscape.  It is the one aspect of this conversion which retains original character and approval of a dormer would be to its visual detriment.  The scheme should thus be resisted.
