	COMMENTS/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The property is a substantial detached dwelling on the outskirts of Wilpshire, within the Green Belt. 

The original house was approved in 1996, which replaced a cottage. The floor area increase of this was significant, originally being 125m², which increased to 237m².

An extension to the utility room was approved in 2004, increasing the floor space by an additional 6m².

The proposal is for a the removal of the conservatory with the replacement of a sun room, being 8.1x3.6x3.2, with a projecting detail to the front of 0.7m and a ridge height detail of 0.9m. 

This would equate to an additional 16.5m² floor space. 

Taking into account the actual development, there would not be a detrimental feature formed in allowing this application. The increased size of the sunroom in comparison to the conservatory is negligible when taking into account the whole site, and the actual impact will not be significant. 

The design of the proposal is also acceptable and will match the existing style of the house.



	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:
