	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The existing mast is part of the airwave system providing communications for the emergency services and other public safety organisations.  The site lies to the west of Fell Road and immediately to the south of the quarry and is within the Forest of Bowland Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.  The proposal is to install one 0.3m dish and one 0.6m dish at a height of 58.4m (the total height of the lattice tower is approximately 60m).  The proposal will improve emergency services communications and encouragement is given in policy guidance (PPG8 and Local Plan Policy ENV23) for the siting of additional telecommunications equipment on existing structures, therefore this proposal is in compliance with policy.  The lattice tower is a very prominent structure although the proposal itself is very small scale and will have little impact on the appearance of this part of the AONB.

I therefore recommend accordingly.



	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The proposal has no significant detrimental impact on nearby residential amenity, nor would it have an adverse visual impact or be to the detriment of highway safety.
