	POLICY REASONS FOR REFUSAL:

	Policies G1, ENV1, ENV3 and RT7 - detrimental visual impact.



	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	Advertisement consent is sought for additions to the two existing freestanding signs at Little Town Dairy.  The sign at Chipping Lane is approximately 170m north-east of the access to the premises and the Longridge Road sign is approximately 300m south-west of the access.  Advertisement consent was granted for the two larger signs, to be 2.4m in height, under planning reference 3/2005/0538/P, on the 20 July 2005.  However, when erected in late August/early September 2005, the signs were of larger proportions than approved and one of the signs (at Chipping Lane) was incorrectly sited.  The applicant was informed of this and the signs reduced in height and relocated.  Permission is now sought retrospectively for two additions to the underneath of the existing signs, having dimensions of approximately 250cm x 52cm and informing passers by that “coaches welcome, home-reared lamb, beef, pork”.  It is considered that the originally approved signs continue to be larger than approved, and are therefore unauthorised, and the proposed additions would add to bulk and reduce openness and would therefore exacerbate the detrimental visual impact on the rural landscape.

I therefore recommend accordingly.
