Reason:  To comply with policies G1 and ENV7 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan ensuring that no species/habitat protected by the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 are destroyed.

	This permission shall be implemented in accordance with the proposal as amended by letter and plan received on the 28 March 2007.

Reason:  For the avoidance of doubt since the proposal was the subject of agreed amendments.
