	The occupation of the dwelling shall be limited to a person solely or mainly employed or last employed in the locality in agriculture as defined in Section 336(1) of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 or in forestry, or a dependant of such a person residing with him or her or a widow or widower of such a person.

Reason:  In order to comply with Policies G1, H3 and H4  of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan. The site is within an area where residential development for purposes other than the essential requirements of agriculture, or forestry, are not normally permitted.



	3. 
	No works shall be commenced on the development hereby permitted until an Agreement under Section 106 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended) has been entered into by the applicant with the Council, which shall relate to the agricultural occupancy of both the dwelling hereby permitted and the existing Hesketh End Farmhouse.

Reason: In order to ensure the agricultural occupancy of the dwellings in accordance with Policies H3 and H4 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan.

	Precise specifications or samples of walling and roofing materials and details of any surface materials to be used including their colour and texture shall have been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority before their use in the proposed works.
