	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to an agricultural holding of approx. 69 hectares, lying within the AONB, close to the village boundary of Chipping as defined by the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan (adopted June1998).

Planning permission is sought for an extension to an existing, general purpose, agricultural building. The extension will be a conventional lean-to, 24.4m long x 7.63m wide x 3m to the eaves. It will be a steel framed construction, with materials to match the existing building. The building is sited in order to keep both the building group together, and create a courtyard area with the existing building, and thus offering greater protection from the weather.

As such, I consider that an agricultural building of this size and design is appropriate in the countryside and therefore I do not consider that the location is detrimental to the surrounding area. The application is therefore recommended accordingly.



	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The proposal represents an appropriate form of development and given its design, size and location would not result in visual detriment to the surrounding countryside, nor would its use have an adverse impact on highway safety.
