The visibility splay to be the subject of this condition shall be that land in front of a line drawn from a point 2.4m measured along the centre line of the access road from the continuation of the nearer edge of the carriageway of Settle Road (A682) to a point measured 120m. in an easterly direction along the nearer edge of the carriageway of Settle Road (A682) from the centre line of the access, and shall be constructed and maintained at footway/verge level in accordance with a scheme to be agreed by the Local Planning Authority in conjunction with the Highway Authority.

Reason:  To comply with Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and to ensure adequate visibility at the site access.

The visibility splay to be the subject of this condition shall be that land in front of a line drawn from a point 2.4m measured along the centre line of the access road from the continuation of the nearer edge of the carriageway of Settle Road (A682) to a point measured 120m in a westerly direction along the nearer edge of the carriageway of Settle Road (A682) from the centre line of the access.

Reason:  To comply with Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and to ensure adequate visibility at the site access.
