	This permission shall be for a temporary period of three years only expiring on 31 July 2010, on or before which date the use of the caravans as residential accommodation shall be permanently ceased.

	Within one month of the date of this consent details of the landscaping of the site including any fencing shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  The scheme shall indicate as appropriate the types and number of trees and shrubs, their distribution on site, those areas to be seeded, turfed, paved or hard landscaped, including details of any changes of level of landform and the types and details of all fencing and screening.  The approved landscaping scheme shall be implemented in the first available planting season from the date of this consent.  The landscaping whether in whole or part shall be maintained thereafter for a period of not less than 5 years to the satisfaction of the Local Planning Authority.  The maintenance shall include the replacement of any tree or shrub which is removed or dies or is seriously damaged or becomes seriously diseased by species of a similar size to those originally planted.
