	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	This proposal involves various external alterations to the front elevation of Waddington Methodist Church.  It occupies a prominent elevation in Waddington and is situated in the Conservation Area.  The main changes include enlargement to an existing door to a double width and to fully glaze this door.  The external boundary wall and stone pillars are to be raised in places.  The existing railings are to be retained.  

The proposal would enable greater disabled access to the church as well as providing better internal facilities.  The stone work is to match the existing and given that the changes are sympathetic I have no objection to the proposal.  The building itself has been a building of townscape merit and classified as a focal building in the Waddington Conservation Area.  I fully concur with the view but I do not consider these alterations would affect the character of the building.
