	Before the decked area shown on the approved plan is brought into use, a close boarded screen fence measuring 1.8 metres in height shall be erected between the points in red marked A and B on the approved plan and shall thereafter be retained.

Reason: To provide an effective screen in the interests of amenity and in accordance with Policies G1 and H10 of the Ribble Valley Districwide Local Plan (adopted June 1998).



	4. 
	Unless otherwise agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority the development shall be carried out in strict accordance with the recommendations of the bat survey and report submitted with the application dated 18th of June 2007.

Reason:  To comply with policies G1 and ENV7 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan ensuring that no species/habitat protected by the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 are destroyed.  P.T.O.
