	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to the detached bungalow on the northern side of Church Close, Waddington which has an existing conservatory attached to the eastern end of its rear elevation.  The application seeks permission for the continuation of the conservatory across the rest of the rear elevation.  The extension would fully match the existing in terms of its design and external materials.

The only consideration relates to the effects of the proposed conservatory extension on the privacy and amenities of the neighbouring bungalow to the west.  As the boundary between the two properties is marked by an approximately 1.8m high fence, and additional screening is provided by shrubs in the garden of both properties, I do not consider that there would be any seriously detrimental effects on that neighbouring property.

As the development is at the rear, it would not have any effects on the street scene.

Overall, I can therefore see no objections to this proposal.
