	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	No. 8 Humber Street is a mid-terraced property within the settlement boundary of Longridge as defined by the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan (adopted June 1998). Planning permission is sought for a single storey replacement garage across the road from the property on land within the residential curtilage. The new garage will measure 4.99m x 7.2m x 3.23m to the ridge height.

The garage itself is considered to have a minimal visual impact on the streetscene and on the area, and its design is considered to be appropriate in and keeping with other garages nearby and will blend in natural with the streetscene.

As such, the proposal is considered to be in accordance with the relevant planning policies, and I therefore recommend accordingly.
