	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	No 18 is mid terrace in the Grade II listed Nos 6 to 44 Higher Road, ‘Club Row’.  This row was begun in 1793.  The list description states that “Each house is of one bay, with the doors of adjacent houses paired with a third door, leading through a tunnel to the yard, between them”.  The description states that windows are modern but does not refer to doors.  

The existing door would appear to be modern.  Those few remaining historic doors in the terrace (c.3 plank doors to ginnels) would suggest it to be ill fitting.  The proposed door would appear to be an improvement albeit not an authentic plank door (ie the ‘planks’ appear to be routed indentations).  However, the proposal is an improvement and I would be concerned that a refusal of consent would not be sustained at appeal.



	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL:

	The proposal has an acceptable impact upon the character and setting of the listed building and the setting of nearby listed buildings.  



	RECOMMENDATION: That conditional listed building consent be granted.
