	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to a semi-detached dwelling within Longridge Conservation Area, and within the settlement boundary of Longridge as designated by the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan (adapted June 1998). The proposal seeks permission for a single storey extension to the rear elevation of the property, in order to create a new utility room and W.C.

Considering the minor nature of the proposal, its location to the rear of the property and that it will not be visible from the main streetscene, this proposal is considered to be acceptable. The walls and roof of the extension will be constructed in materials to match the existing dwelling, and as such I am of the opinion that there will be no visual harm caused to the streetscene, Conservation Area or to the character of the existing building.

Therefore, bearing in mind the above comments, the proposal is considered to comply with the relevant Policies, and the application is recommended accordingly.
