	The proposed extension is considered contrary to Policies G1, ENV1 and H10 of the Districtwide Local Plan. As such, it is considered that the proposal would create an unnecessary and out of keeping extension that would impact on the present simple character of the rather plain and uniform configuration of the roofscape of the building, and its approval would thus be detrimental to the visual amenities of the area.
