Reason:  For the avoidance of doubt since the proposal was the subject of agreed amendments.

	Precise specifications and samples of walling and roofing materials and details of any window and door surrounds including materials to be used shall have been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority before their use in the proposed works.

Reason:  In order that the Local Planning Authority may ensure that the materials to be used are appropriate to the locality in accordance with Policies G1, G5 and ENV3 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and the adopted Supplementary Planning Guidance - "Extensions and Alterations to Dwellings".

Reason:  To comply with Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and to limit the number of access points to, and to maintain the proper construction of the highway.
