	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	This proposal is for the continuation of a previously approved proposal for a steel container measuring approximately 6m x 3m x 3m, sited in the north west corner of the playing fields in Chipping. 

Matters to consider in relation to the proposal are the siting of the steel container, its impact on the A.O.N.B. and effect on residential amenity. The proposal is well screened from neighbouring properties and the surrounding countryside by hedges and trees, and as the container itself is a dark green in colour, whilst it is visible, it blends in well with the landscape. Furthermore, the approval of this proposal on an additional temporary basis will again add to the recreational facilities in Chipping by providing a storage space on this paying field location.

As such, I do not consider that a building of this nature on a temporary basis, will have a detrimental impact on the visual amenity of the area, and the application is therefore recommended accordingly.
