	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	24 Church Street is one of a pair of Grade II listed weavers houses created in the Ribchester Conservation Area.  The site is very prominent both at the front and rear as it adjoins a public playing field, which is also a scheduled monument.  The application has been amended following lengthy consultation and the proposal no longer incorporates a roof lift at the front and has also reduced the pitch of the single storey rear extension. A small flat roof link building so as to no longer dominate the rear elevation but give the level of accommodation required.

The internal alterations, which include the removal of a modern staircase do not adversely effect the character of the Listed Building.

I consider that given the significant improvement to the original design that the extension is now appropriate and that the flat roof element will not be readily visible.

GONW has advised that they have no objection in relation to 3/2008/0246 and do not require the application to be referred to the Secretary of State.

	SUMMARY OF REASONS FOR APPROVAL: The proposal has no significant visual impact on the building or adverse effect upon the setting of the Conservation Area or any impact on residential impact.
