	This permission shall be implemented in accordance with the proposal as amended by letter and plan received on the 13th of August 2008.

Reason:  For the avoidance of doubt since the proposal was the subject of agreed amendments.



	3. 
	The proposed garage/workshop building shall be for private and domestic purposes only and no trade or business whatsoever shall be carried out from within the building.  

Reason:  In order to safeguard nearby residential amenities as provided for within Policies G1 and H10 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and the adopted Supplementary Planning Guidance "Extensions and Alterations to Dwellings".



	4. 
	The existing access shall be physically and permanently closed and the existing verge/footway and kerbing of the vehicular crossing shall be reinstated in accordance with the Lancashire County Council Specification for Construction of Estate Roads, concurrent with the formation of the new access.

Reason:  To comply with Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and to limit the number of access points to, and to maintain the proper construction of the highway.

	Notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning General Permitted Development Order 1995 there shall not at any time in connection with the development hereby permitted, be erected or planted, or allowed to remain upon the land hereinafter defined, any building, wall, fence, hedge, tree, shrub or other device.

The visibility splay to be the subject of this condition shall be that land in front of a line drawn from a point 2.4m measured along the centre line of the proposed road from the continuation of the nearer edge of the carriageway of Edisford Road to a point measured 90m in a southerly direction and 70m in a northerly direction along the nearer edge of the carriageway of Edisford Road, from the centre line of the access, and shall be constructed and maintained at footway/verge level in accordance with a scheme to be agreed by the Local Planning Authority in conjunction with the Highway Authority, unless otherwise agreed in writing.

Reason:  To comply with Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and to ensure adequate visibility at the street junction or site access.

Should the access remain ungated 45o splays shall be provided between the highway boundary and points on either side of the drive measured 5m back from the nearside edge of the carriageway.

	Notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) Order 1995 (or any Order revoking or re-enacting that Order) any future additional structures, hard standing or fences as defined in Schedule 2 Part I Classes E, F and G, and Part II Class A, shall not be carried out without the formal written consent of the Local Planning Authority.

Reason:  In order that the Local Planning Authority shall retain effective control over the development in accordance with Policy G1 of the Ribble Valley Districtwide Local Plan and in the interests of safeguarding any adjacent residential amenity or visual amenity.



	10. 
	Notwithstanding the provisions of the Town and Country Planning General Development Procedures 1995 (or any Order revoking or re-enacting that Order) no tank for the storage of oils, fuels or chemicals shall be erected within the curtilage of a dwelling house unless it is sited on an impervious base and surrounded by impervious bund walls.  The volume of the bunded compound should be at least equivalent to the capacity of the tank plus 10%.  All filling points, vents, gauges and sight glasses must be located within the bund.  The drainage system of the bund shall be sealed with no discharge to any watercourse, land or underground strata.  Associated pipework should be located above ground where possible and protected from accidental damage.
