	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	Chipping Congregational Church is a Grade II listed chapel of 1838.  The list description does not refer to the building’s interior.

I am mindful of PPG15, paragraph C.58 and the importance of interior plan and features.  However, the applicant advises that the panelling proposed for removal is not original to the building and was acquired from a church in Clitheroe (the design and access statement refers to the panelling/partition as 20th century).

No comment has been received from the historic amenity societies.  In my opinion the proposals will not result in the loss of important historic fabric.
