	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	Planning permission is sought for a 40m x 20m ménage to be located in a field adjacent to the existing stable, tack room and horse feed store that belongs to Fairclough Farm which is located to the south of the stables across Loud Bridge Road in an Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty. The boundaries of the ménage would be defined by a 1.5m high post and rail fencing. As the proposal is to be sited adjacent to the existing stables with the narrowest part of the ménage (the width) adjacent to the highway it will be partially sheltered from view and screened to the east by existing trees. With regards to potential impact upon neighbouring properties I am satisfied that as the distance between the proposal and adjacent property Fairclough House is approx. 40 metres away any impact would be minimal. I also consider that the materials used for the ménage are appropriate and would not have a significant visual impact upon the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.

Therefore, I do not consider this application would cause a significant detrimental impact on the visual amenity of the area or on the residential amenity of the occupiers of the surrounding properties. As such, the application is recommended accordingly.
