	COMMENTS/ENVIRONMENTAL/AONB/HUMAN RIGHTS ISSUES/RECOMMENDATION:

	The application relates to a detached property on Whiteacre Lane just off Whalley Road within the settlement of Barrow.

Permission is sought for a single storey rear extension with approx. dimensions of 9.2m x 5.8m x 4.7m in height with materials to match those of the existing property.

In terms of visual impact the scale, size and design of the proposed single storey extension is acceptable and as it is to the rear of the property it will not prove visually prominent within the locality.

With regards to potential impact on neighbouring properties, as the extension is single storey, is a sufficient distance from the neighbouring property nearest the proposal and there are existing boundary treatments to the side of the property I consider that any impact of the proposal will be minimal.

Therefore, I do not consider this application would cause a significant detrimental impact on the visual amenity of the area or on the residential amenity of the occupiers of the surrounding properties. As such, the application is recommended accordingly.
